Only 20% of ‘kids’ maintain the same level of spiritual activity 
during their twenties that they did during their teenage years. 
  
In 1965, ‘Churches of Christ’ were active on 80 campuses  
out of a possible 2,120. 
 

Today, they are active on less than 150 campuses  
out of a possible 4,100.  
 
Over 95% of the colleges and universities in the United States lack 
a ‘Church of Christ’ campus ministry!
