2. God promises to always work for me.

We know that God is always at work for the good of everyone who
loves him. They are the ones God has chosen for his purpose.
Romans 8:28 (CEV)

3. God promises to always work in me.

...God is always at work in you to make you willing and able to
obey his own purpose. Philippians 2:13 (GNT)

Therefore, we never stop thanking God that when you received his
message from us, you didn’t think of our words as mere human
ideas. You accepted what we said as the very word of God—which,
of course, it is. And this word continues to work in you who believe.

4. God promises to always work through me.
Question: How is God using me right now?
The Lord works everything together to accomplish his purpose.

Even the wicked are included in his plans— he sets them aside for
the day of disaster.
